Former Woodland Park Zoo veterinarian to join WSDA

OLYMPIA - A veterinarian with 25 years of experience in zoo and wild animal medicine has been hired as the new assistant state veterinarian for
the Washington State Department of Agriculture (WSDA). Dr. Janis Joslin will join the WSDA's Animal Health Program on Feb. 1. She has spent the
past 16 years in a variety of positions, including the director of Animal Health and Research, at the Woodland Park Zoo in Seattle.

"We are very pleased to have someone with Dr. Joslin's background and experience joining our agency," said Valoria Loveland, WSDA director.
"She has worked with a wide variety of animal species, including domestic livestock. Her research and diagnostic skills will be important assets as we
tackle the challenges of bioterrorism preparedness and heightened public concern regarding animal health issues."

She will be the assistant to Dr. Leonard Eldridge, the state veterinarian. Eldridge came to WSDA in October, 2004 with almost 40 years of
experience in large animal veterinary medicine. They will oversee a staff of four field veterinarians, a veterinarian technician and administrative
staff.

"I'm looking forward to working with Dr. Joslin," Eldridge said. "I think our diversity of skills, knowledge and abilities will enable us to provide a much
higher level of service to the public and the industry."

The Animal Health Program is responsible for preventing the spread of infectious animal diseases in the state. The two state veterinarians also will
oversee the development and implementation of emergency plans for foreign animal diseases and the care, sheltering and treatment of animals
involved with natural disasters.

Before the Woodland Park Zoo, Joslin was the veterinarian in charge at the Chicago Zoological Park. She is internationally known for her expertise in
primate medicine and zoo animal medicine programs. She received her degree in veterinary medicine from the College of Veterinary Medicine at The
Ohio State University in Columbus, Ohio. She also has a bachelor's degree in biology from Northwestern University in Evanston, lll.

ANN SALMON REINING CLINIC -- APRIL 2-3

The Reining Horse Association Northwest is bringing Ann Salmon, a nationally recognized reining horse trainer to the
Northwest for a Reining Horse Clinic on April 2-3. Ann is a NRHA Open Futurity and Derby Finalist. In 2004 she placed
in the top ten in the NRHA Futurity Intermediate Open. She specializes in working with non-pro riders and her students
have won World Championships and NRHA Futurity Championships. She is also a highly respected NRHA judge and
has judged NRHA competition on three continents.

Over the course of the two days, Ann will address developing a program that starts with ground work, teaching your

horse to learn and teaching maneuver groups. She will also cover getting ready to show, understanding the rule book
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and NRHA judging system. She stresses that understanding the judging system can add 1-2 points to your scores in
reining competition.

The clinic will focus on helping riders improve their horsemanship and showmanship skills. It is designed to be of value
to amateur and professional riders alike. Although she believes in empowering non-pro and amateur riders to ride and
show their horses, Ann also stresses the importance of working with your trainer to get the best results for you and
your horse.

The cost for riders for both days is $300 plus $20 per day for stalls. Spectators can attend at $25 per day or $45 for
both days. The clinic will be held at The Oregon Trail Ranch which is a new reining horse facility located just outside of
Walla Walla in Milton-Freewater, Oregon.

Important West Nile Virus Update for Northwest Horse Owners

The following important stories were taken by permission from the Washington Department of Health’s February 25, 2005 West Nile Virus Newsletter.
It is important that horse owners keep up their vigilance against mosquitoes and maintain vaccination against West Nile virus (WNV). There is much
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that can be done to reduce mosquito habit on horse farms. See horsesforcleanwater.com and the April 2004 issue of The Green Horse for more
information.

Surveillance News: 2004 West Nile Virus Activity in the Northwest
While Washington was fortunate to not have detected West Nile virus activity in 2004, both Idaho and Oregon identified the virus in their states.
Idaho reported WNV infection in 3 humans, 22 horses, 7 birds, and 1 alpaca. Oregon reported WNV infection in 5 humans, 32 horses, and 23 birds.

Our neighbors to the north in British Columbia did not report any WNV activity for 2004.

California Farm Bureau Federation Issues Alert: Horses Need West Nile Virus Protection

There's a lot of misinformation about West Nile virus on the Internet and probably nobody knows this better than Placer County veterinarian Greg
Fellers.

A large-animal vet for more than 30 years—and a member of the Placer County West Nile Virus Task Force—Fellers said last year some California
horse owners chose not to vaccinate their animals because of "frightening misinformation about abortions, foal deformities and birth defects."

He also is well aware that last year in California 536 horses were infected with the virus and that nearly half of them died or were euthanized. Of that
total, nearly all the infected horses were unvaccinated or improperly vaccinated.

The outlook for the virus to be spread by mosquitoes to a greater number of horses this year is even more likely. Fellers said the need to vaccinate all
of the state's 750,000 to 1 million head of horses is urgent.

At Loomis Basin Large Animal Services, which Fellers co-founded and now serves as a consulting veterinarian, at least 50 horses were treated for
West Nile virus infection during 2004. Loomis Basin's practice covers a four-county area.

Two of the infected horses treated last fall were broodmares in foal.

"The horse owner, who has a breeding operation, read on the Internet that vaccination for West Nile virus caused birth defects and decided not to
protect her mares," Fellers said. "We were able to save the mares and the pregnancies, but the costs were significant—$1,000 a day for each horse
for about five days in intensive care and then a series of follow-up visits that added more expense.

Fellers points to a recent study reported in the Dec. 15 issue of the Journal of the American Veterinary Medical Association that confirms West Nile
virus vaccination does not adversely affect pregnancy outcome in horses, regardless of gestational stage. Although the spread of West Nile virus
throughout California in 2004 was widely expected, state health experts warn that this year the infection will hit the state much harder.

State Veterinarian Richard Breitmeyer said, "We continue to urge horse owners to vaccinate against West Nile virus. A very high percentage of the
horses that have died from the disease were not vaccinated. The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention predicted that California would be the
epicenter for the disease in 2004, and they were right. Now they're expecting it to intensify in 2005."

American Association of Equine Practitioners Releases West Nile Vaccination Recommendations

The Vaccinations Task Force of the American Association of Equine Practitioners (AAEP) has issued guidelines for administration of the West Nile virus
vaccine. The recommended WNV guidelines are intended as a supplement to the AAEP’s Guidelines for Vaccination of Horses, released in January,
2001. The recommendations for the use of the vaccine are based on a horse’s age, type, and activity level.
